Welcome to Caucus! The next four screens describe the purpose of Caucus, and some important concepts about
Caucus and electronic conferencing.

WHAT IS CAUCUS ?

Caucus is a software tool that provides "computer conferencing” on your host computer system. A computer
conference is like a meeting, except that the attendees need not be in the same place, nor meet at the same time.
Everyone participates in the meeting via their computer terminal.

Everything that people "say” is entered into Caucus and stored on the host computer. Later participants read
what others have said and may add their own comments. Anyone can participate in a meeting at any hour of the
day or night; the full record of a discussion is always available. The computer keeps track of all the details, such
as who has read which discussions and what new material has been added.

WHAT IS A CONFERENCE ?

Caucus meetings are called "conferences”. Each conference has a short name that relates to its topic or purpose.
Conferences are started and run by a person called the "organizer”. Each conference has its own organizer.

Conferences remain stored on the computer until the organizer chooses to delete the conference.

Some conferences are open to everyone; others may be private, restricted to a particular group of people.
Each conference contains one or more discussions, called "items”. If a conference is like a meeting, then Caucus
items are like items on the agenda for that meeting. Each item has a name or title, and contains the discussion
about that item. Finally, people’s comments on the item are called "responses”.

The diagram in the next screen depicts this structure of conferences, items, and responses :

ATOVAQUONE RECEIVES APPROVAL FOR TREATMENT OF PCP

We have received inquiries about FDA’s Nov. 25, 1992, approval of a%ovaquone, a drug for treating mild to
moderate Pneumocystis carinii pneumonia (PCP) in patients who are intolerant of trimethoprim-sulfamethox-
azole (TMP/SMX), the standard therapy. PCP is a potentially life-threatening infection that often afflicts AIDS
patients, whose depleted immune systems can make them highly vulnerable to opportunistic infections. PCP is
one of the most common opportunistic infections.

The following can be used to answer questions.

In November 1991, atovaquone was made available under a Treatment Investigational New Drug (IND)
protocol. Treatment IND regulations allow drug developers to provide pre-approval access, under certain

circumstances, to experimental drugs that are designed to treat serious or life threatening
